COURSE DESCRIPTION
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This ninth grade mathematics course is a complete course in algebra. The course will help students organize their thoughts in solving mathematical problems that are met in everyday life. The course will also prepare the students to continue studies in mathematics and sciences. Topics of study include: variables and equations, real numbers and operations with real numbers, factoring of polynomials, algebraic fractions, ratios and proportions, solving equations, linear functions and their properties, inequalities in one and two variables, rational and irrational numbers, radicals and quadratic functions.

COURSE OBJETIVES

· Apply and demonstrate the different way numbers are represented and used in the real world.

· Determine the effects of operations on numbers and relationship among these operations.

· Select appropriate operations, and compute for problem solving.

· Write and solve and multi-step equations including real-world applications.

TECHNICAL REQUIMENTS/SKILLS
