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Grade Course:

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Students become familiar with a wide range of literary forms, themes, cultures, and periods, with a concentration on poetry and drama. We analyze various works of literature through discussion and in written compositions.

· Be able to verify/clarify facts in various texts using different types of workplace documents.

· Analyze and understand how the theme of a short story or novel represents a view or comment on life, using support from the text.

· Analyze various works of American literature representing a variety of genres, time periods, and social views.
